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Kit List
Bring your things


You’ll need to bring all your normal camping gear with you, along with a couple of specific items. We’ve highlighted the special oddities for you.

Clothing
· Old clothes to wear whilst in the water zone, including footwear
· Uniform (for traveling in)
· Jumper/hoodie
· T-shirt
· Casual trousers (please note that jeans are not suitable clothing for camp)
· Shorts
· Underwear
· Socks
· Waterproof coat
· Suitable footwear such as walking boots or other strong comfortable shoes
· Sun hat and sunglasses
· Pyjamas

Personal Kit
· Plastic bag (bin liner reccomended) to put wet clothes into after the water zone
· Water bottle (500ml, to ‘launch’ in the space zone)
· Water bottle (to carry a drink in)
· Sleeping bag
· Sleep mat/roll mat
· Wash kit (toothbrush, toothpaste, flannel and other hygiene products)
· Plate, bowl, mug, knife, fork & spoon
· Tea towel
· [bookmark: _GoBack]Torch & batteries (remove batteries for traveling!)
· Personal first aid kit
· Sun cream
· Plastic bag (bin liner reccomended) for dirty clothes
· Kit bag (to hold all your kit)
· Younger participants may want a soft cuddly friend to share their tent with
